Communion are gathered in England for the Lambeth Conference, held
10 years. This conference is meant to be a gathering of those who are
spiritually connected to the Church of England, and headed by the Archk
of Canterbury. There is no legislative body, and any decisions made thg
not binding on any of the churches that participate.

As you no doubt know, this ye
some dissension. Because of the decision to ordain an openly gay bishc
Gene Robinson, made by the Diocese of New Hampshire and ratified b
entire Episcopal Church, some of the other bishops of the Anglican
Communion have become unhappy and refused to attend this year. Als
Bishop Robinson has not been invited to attend, the first time a duly eleg
bishop of the Communion has not been invited to Lambeth in its history.

Despite these events, or perhaps because of them, from what | have
heard that is happening at the conference, from blogs written by our own Bishop Wolfe and others, |s tha
there is an extraordinary spirit of fellowship and care among those bishops who are currently presemt.
Archbishop of Canterbury, Rowan Williams, has focused much of the activity of the conference around
Bible study, and the bishops reporting have stressed that this has added great meaning to their time toge
and great significance to their interactions.

Archbishop Williams also challenged those present to seek out someone who made them fe¢
uncomfortable or afraid and ask them to pray. Many American bishops sought out African bishops| and
vice versa, and reported that there was a se|ns:
of a Aisense of absenceo that Bishop Robinson| w:
interactions with bishops from around the world have opened his eyes to the ways we are all related, we
have the same kinds of joys and concerns. He
remind us of just how much we have in commonj |

Being in communion is another way of saying that we are in community, that we are related as
brothers and sisters in Christ. And even though a meeting of bishops in another country may seem far
removed from us, physically and spiritually, in our everyday lives, | think it is so important for us to
remember that we are all part of this huge family through our lives of faith. And it is a family that
sometimes has conflict, sometimes has peace, but always has the love of God leading us to something I
| pray for these bishops in their work together, and for all of us as we go through our everyday lives
knowing that forgiveness, reconciliation, and peace are there for us to choose at every step.
